5.  The agenda and minutes from the last meeting were approved.

6.  SC5 considered an application for subcommittee membership by Poul Andersen, an independent consultant with considerable experience in the automotive EMC industry.  It was voted to recommend Mr. Andersen for membership in SC5.

7  Mr. Hare initiated a discussion about the need for a subcommittee Vice Chairman and new Secretary.   No one was identified to serve in either role, so the subcommittee will continue without a Vice Chairman and Dr. Morrissey will continue to serve as Secretary.

8.  Mr. Berger, the chair of WG1, Office Equipment Immunity, gave a brief oral presentation on the status of C63.9.  The discussion focused on the general appropriateness of setting limits and the need to include rationale for setting limits in the standard.  The language in the proposed PINS was revised (below). The PINS will be presented to the parent committee for approval at the C63 meeting on March 15, 2006. The membership list of WG1 was presented to the subcommittee.

C63.9 Scope: This project proposes to develop recommended test methods and levels for assuring the RF immunity of office equipment, including accessories for transmitting devices, to general use transmitters with transmit power up to 8 watts. The standard shall include rationale for the immunity tests

9.  SC-5 formed two new working groups.  WG2 will resume writing the C63.24 standard on ad-hoc immunity testing of non-medical devices.  Dr. Morrissey will chair this WG, and be assisted by Jeff Silberberg, Victor Kuczynski, and Ed Hare.  WG3 was formed in anticipation that SC-5 will assume the responsibilities for resolving any negative comments received during the re-balloting of C63.15 (generic immunity) and ongoing maintenance of C63.15.  A chairman for WG3 will be selected after the responsibility for maintaining C63.15 is formally passed to SC5. 

10.  To assist with maintaining momentum of WG efforts, the SC accepted a plan for 3 conference calls between semi-annual face-to-face meetings (i.e., every 2 months with a final call occurring ~2 weeks prior to the next face-to-face). Mr Hare will arrange a tentative schedule and dial-in information to be sent out to the SC5 reflector.

11.  Discussion was also raised regarding the need to replace the SC2 liaison (Don Heirman, with his elevation to C63 Chair) to maintain a link with C63.14 (definitions and terminology), although no volunteer was identified

12.  SC5 discussed ongoing changes to the C63 website and ways that SC-5 can use that site to help manage its work.

13.  The action-item list was reviewed and updated.

14.  Dr. Morrissey presented information on developing work related to the use of transmitters on board aircraft and a developing industry specification for a method to ensure that transmitters are disabled while aircraft are in flight and that a visual indication of their operational state can be used for flight attendants and others to determine that the transmitter is not operational.  SC5 did not believe that there was any work that the subcommittee could undertake with respect to this work, although it continues to have a general interest in the subject.

15.  The meeting was adjourned at 2:50 PM.
